Standardized Montana
State Tournament Rules

All Montana State Tournament games shall be played in conformity with Babe Ruth/Cal
Ripken Rules and under the jurisdiction of Babe Ruth League, Inc., Montana Babe
Ruth/Cal Ripken, Inc., and the Tournament Commissioner. No local league rules or
invitational tournament rules shall apply. (For example, no time limits, no tie games, no
“continuous batting,” no courtesy runners, no designated hitters except as allowed in some
divisions.) This Tournament is a part of the Official Babe Ruth/Cal Ripken Tournament
Trail being conducted continent-wide, and all teams are to be playing under the same set
of rules.

Pursuant to Babe Ruth/Cal Ripken Rule 11.05(3), all Tournament games shall be played
within a Tournament format pursuant to Official Babe Ruth bracketing and approved by
the Tournament Commissioner.

The Tournament Commissioner shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any issue timely
raised involving the application of Babe Ruth and/or Cal Ripken Rules, as well as any issue
involving player, coach and/or team eligibility.

The Protest Committee shall consist of the Tournament Director, the Tournament Umpire-
in-Chief, and one other knowledgeable individual selected by the Tournament Director.
Said third person may or may not be the Tournament Commissioner. The Committee shall
have jurisdiction over any issue timely raised involving application of the Official Rules
of Baseball. Judgment calls may not be protested. Decisions of the Protest Committee
are final.

Ground Rules unique to the Tournament playing field(s) shall be written and posted in a
conspicuous location, as well as discussed at the Manager’s Meeting.

The Manager’s Meeting shall be scheduled prior to the commencement of the first
Tournament game. To accommodate travel schedules, additional Manager’s Meeting(s)
may be scheduled. The Manager’s Meeting(s) shall be conducted by the Tournament
Director and the Tournament Commissioner. Team documents, pursuant to Babe
Ruth/Cal Ripken Rule 11.04, shall be placed in the custody of the Tournament
Commissioner at the Manager’s Meeting(s). If the Tournament format involves Pool
Play, coin flips for home/visitor designations and dugout assignments shall be performed
for the entire Pool Play portion of the Tournament at the first Manager’s Meeting.
